Age UK New Pilot Scheme 
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Chatterboxes 

Following a successful internal 

pilot and thanks to the       

support of Text Santa & Age 

UK, Age UK Blackpool &    

Dis tr ict  now of fer  a 

’Chatterbox’ service which has 

evolved from their previous 

befriending scheme. The 

whole focus of the service is 

to address social isolation and 

loneliness. 

T h e  o v e r a l l  a i m  o f            

Chatterboxes is to use a    

series of ‘tools’ that will help 

engage with clients who are 

lonely and/or socially isolated, 

aiming to improve their health 

and wellbeing via a supported 

pathway into some form of 

meaningful activity. 

Chatterboxes give them an     

opportunity to meet with    

referred individuals, offering 

them up to 4 sessions.  In this 

time they will build a rapport 

that will help signpost an    

individual to something that will 

help address their loneliness or 

feelings of being socially         

isolated.  This may take the form 

of a social activity - such as     

joining a dancing group or      

attending a luncheon club, where 

they will be able to meet other 

people and create new        

friendships. 

The basic trigger for a consented 

referral would be that a client is 

aged 50 or over and is 

“experiencing social isolation and 

loneliness” – they will then take 

it from there.   

They have so far had an 87.5% 

success rate of moving people 

on to some form of activity,    

addressing their social isolation 

and loneliness instantly.  They 

also work closely with Age UK 

Call in Time (Telefriending) & 

Silver Line as other alternative 

referral pathways for clients.    

They are also looking for

to work with potential clients 

over a brief intervention period 

or know someone who would 

like to help people over the age 

of 50 who may be socially     

isolated or lonely, please       

contact them.
